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RULE NO: 68A-13.001 RULE TITLE: Open Season for Taking Game; Bag and Possession Limit. 
 

PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose is to revise regulations regarding the open season for free-ranging, 
non-native deer to allow harvest year-round without limits, except on licensed hunt preserves and lands in the 
management area system. The effect would be to help minimize the risk of chronic wasting disease (CWD) and 
other diseases from being accidentally introduced into or spread throughout Florida. 

 
SUMMARY: The proposed rule amendment would allow free-ranging, non-native deer to be harvested year-
round without restriction, except on licensed hunt preserves and lands in the wildlife management area system .  

 
 

THE FULL TEXT OF THE PROPOSED RULE IS AS FOLLOWS: 
 

68A-13.001 Open Season for Taking Game; Bag and Possession Limits. 
(1) through (4) No change. 
(5) Non-native game birds released by private individuals may be hunted only during the open season for quail 

except on licensed hunting preserves. Other non-native game birds or game animals may be taken only during the 
open season for the particular species established annually by the Commission except as provided in subsection (6) of 
this rule. 

(6) Except as provided in 68A-12.010, 68A-15, and 68A-17, F.A.C., species of the family Cervidae not native to 
Florida may be taken throughout the year, without restrictions. 
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
