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Inshore dolphins live in small social groups of approximately 

10 individuals; while offshore dolphins form larger groups of 

10-100 individuals. Dolphins travel about their home ranges 

(the geographical area that defines their home) in groups of 

4-7 in shallower waters and more than 20 dolphins in deeper 

areas. The dolphins interact and re-form groups at will, 

somewhat like a kaleidoscope 
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
