DRAFT RULE 

 
RULE NO.: 68A-15.065 RULE   TITLE: Specific Regulations for Wildlife Management 
Areas – Northeast Region. 
 
PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose of the proposed rule amendment is to clarify the 
opening day of gray squirrel season on Lake Monroe and small game season on Marshall Swamp 
wildlife management areas (WMAs).  The effect of the proposed rule amendment will be to 
enable the agency to better manage fish and wildlife resources.  
 
SUMMARY: The proposed rule amendment would clarify that there is no change to the current 
opening of gray squirrel season on Lake Monroe WMA and the opening of small game season on 
Marshall Swamp WMA.   
 
THE FULL TEXT OF THE PROPOSED RULE IS AS FOLLOWS:  
 

68A-15.065 Specific Regulations for Wildlife Management Areas – Northeast Region. 
(1) – (34) No change 
(35) Lake Monroe. 
(a) Open season: 
1. Non-migratory game – Zonal seasons established under Rule 68A-13.004, F.A.C., except 

that open season for rabbit and gray squirrel will open the first Saturday in November and run 
through the close of zonal squirrel season only, antlered deer season will open the first Saturday 
in November and close 57 days thereafter and there shall be no crossbow season.

(37) Marshall Swamp Wildlife Management Area. 
(a) Open season: 
1. – 3. No change 
4. Small game – Opening the second Saturday in November through the close of During the
